Swedish national requirements for obtaining a general degree Master of Science (Two Years) in Mechanical Engineering  

Applicable to Energy-Online students targeting a MSc degree from KTH 
Necessary background: 

Degree of Bachelor in Science or in Engineering, or technical bachelor’s degree within Mechanical-, Chemical-, or Energy Engineering, or another relevant higher education degree corresponding to at least 180 higher education credits in the Swedish system.

A student wishing recognition of previous academic studies must submit an application together with attested certificates of completed courses (attested transcripts) to the Vice Dean of Education, Office of Education, KTH - School of Industrial Engineering and Management. 

The application form can be found on the KTH’s website.

Individual study plan: 

The individual plan of studies must be designed so that it includes completed courses comprising 120 higher education credits, at least 90 higher education credits of which are at second (advanced) level, and at least 60 higher education credits of these should consist of in-depth courses in the main field of study. The 30-credit final thesis or degree project is included in the advanced studies.  

Courses taught by other schools (other than KTH) can be included in the study plan as long as they are approved by KTH, i.e. the student should in advance make sure that his/her proposed study plan will be accepted by KTH for obtaining a general MSc degree there!  

In the case of Energy-Online, the entire programme is designed to fit these requirements. The first semester course block (Introduction to Energy I) is on a basic level, after which all courses from the second semester upwards are on advanced level. The advanced blocks for the second year of studies include free-choice in-depth courses that the students can choose from in order to build up a specialisation in a certain field.   

In order to fulfill the requirements for obtaining a master degree at KTH the final thesis must be part of the main field of studies and written at KTH. In the Energy-Online case, the examiner is the Head of the Dept. of Energy Technology at the School of Industrial Engineering and Management, KTH. 
Obtaining the Master degree: 

This degree is entitled “Teknologie masterexamen” - Master of Science (Two Years). The text on the degree certificate states the main field of study. Reference to local degree ordinance at the Royal Institute of Technology (Handbook 2, section 19.1).
When all courses are completed and reported the student must personally apply for a degree certificate! This is done by submitting the following documents to the Office of Education, KTH School of Industrial Engineering and Management:  

- Filled in application form (template not released yet), 
- Attested copy of the previous university degree (B.Sc. or a B. Eng, or equivalent), 
- Certificates of courses completed at other universities within Energy-Online, which the student wishes to include in the credits’ sum and in his/her MSc degree,  

- A copy of a student union card or a certificate from the student union office at KTH.
